My staff apprised me of your visit to my Phoenix office on June 30. My understanding,
from reviewing the website of the “We The People Congress,” is that the following issues are of
interest.

The War in Iraq: Congress duly authorized the use of force in Iraq when it passed
H.J.Res. 114. The House of Representatives approved the measure by a vote of 296 to 133 on
October 10, 2002, and the Senate followed suit the next day, approving the measure by a vote of
77 to 23. The President signed the resolution into law on October 16, 2002, and it became Public
Law 107-243.

The Federal Reserve: The Fed was created by an Act of Congress (Public Law 63-43)
and is accountable to Congress. Federal and Supreme Court rulings have found the Federal
Reserve to be constitutional under the “necessary and proper” clause of the Constitution.

The Income Tax: While I agree that taxes are far too high, there is no doubt that the
federal income tax is constitutional. In 1916, the U.S. Supreme Court examined the income tax
in light of ratification of the Sixteenth Amendment and the other constitutional provisions and
found that it was constitutional in its entirety. The Court’s review of the 1913 income tax came
in the case of Brushaber v. Union Pacific Railroad Company.

The Patriot Act: To date, the Supreme Court has not ruled on the constitutionality of any
provision of the Patriot Act, so the contention that the act might infringe upon Fourth and Fifth
Amendment rights is speculative at best. Please let me know how you believe the Act might
specifically infringe upon your rights to privacy or due process.

Enforcement of Immigration Laws: I agree that the administration must be more vigilant
in enforcing the nation’s immigration laws. If you’re interested in more information about the
enforcement initiatives I’ve been fighting for in the Congress, please let me know.

North American Union (NAU): There is no plan — secret or otherwise — for the NAU in
the White House or in Congress. The concept of the NAU came from a private organization that
has no connection to the United States government.
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
